© Knit together the 2nd set of stitches, then slip the 2nd st on the RH needle over the 1st st and off of the RH needle

© Continue binding off the rest of the stitches on both needles until there is only one stitch left on the RH needle.
When you get to the last stitches on the LH needle, if there are two stitches left one one needle and one on the

© Clipyarn, leaving a 6” tail. Pull the tail through the remaing stitch. Tighten and weave in the tail.
